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Another PMA show has come and
gone and the camera manufacturers
have failed to produce my ideal cam-
era.

A few years ago, innovation was
running rampant throughout the photo
industry. We saw a wide range of digi-
cams and DSLR cameras from entry
level Point & Shoots, mini-pocket cam-
eras, full featured digicams, prosumer
digicams, specialized long zoom digi-
cams, amateur and pro DSLRs. Then,
to the dismay and horror of digicam
makers, Canon introduced their Digital
Rebel at lost leader price of under
$1000. For the rest of the industry this
was the day innovation almost died.

Within a very short time, the pro-
sumer digicams which sold for similar
prices disappeared and there have been
no new full featured top end digicams.
The mid priced range 3x travel digi-
cams have been replaced with little
silver cameras with no viewfinders.
The only class to survive the Rebel has
been the long 10-12x zoom lens digi-
cams with their tiny sensors and noise
at every 1ISO. DSLR cameras have got-
ten smaller and lighter with more
megapixels but still retain their obso-
lete optical viewfinders with no live

As with all media, massive changes are
underway in photography. A major shift
in elevating the role of the amateur who,
equipped with digital cameras and cell
phone capable of recording images, now
plays a major role in visually defining the
world we live in. Will images, such as
those from the London bombing captured
by cell phones, or photographs from Abu
Ghraib ultimately replace those made by
professionals? What will be the role of
the professional in this reconfigured
world?

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(View Finder: Continued from page 2)
view coming from their sensors.

This unfortunate situation has left
us old prosumer enthusiasts wanting for
a light-weight camera system with a
live sensor view, a live histogram, a
wide range of focal lengths and high
image quality with nothing. Owber
camera would be one featuring a large
sensor for low noise and high image
quality, a high quality Electron View-
finder offering a live sensor view with
a live histogram, image stabilization
and capable of taking interchangeable
lenses. We desperately want a camera
with an_HectronicViewfinder with
Interchangeableenses, the so called
EVIL camera and we want it now.

The technology exists today to
produce this EVIL camera but it has no
support for the marketing departments
of likes of Canon, Nikon, Sony or
Panasonic. So far only Olympus has
signaled any move towards an EVIL.
Their last year's E-330 and this year’s
E-510 models with their live sensor
view in the LCD are tentative steps in
that direction.

Until the first EVIL appears what
choices do we have other than sticking
with our existing DSLRs or prosumer
digicams. The closest we can come to
an EVIL today is the Olympus
SP550UZ. It features an Electronic
Viewfinder with live sensor view, live
histogram, image stabilization, and a
huge 28-508 mm zoom range. Its ma-
jor deficiency is its tiny sensor which is
noisy at high ISOs. But it's a real bar-
gain for $500 if you can live with using
it below 1ISO 800.

As for me, I'll wait patiently for
an EVIL and until then I'll be content
shooting with my A200 for another
year.
